WASHINGTON — The Social Security Administration heasnounced that no cost-of-living adjustments will
be made to Social Security benefits in 2011 bectheseonsumer price index has not risen since 206
the last Social Security increase occurred.

Like recipients of Social Security and otheddral benefits, Veterans, their families and sand will
also not see a cost-of-living adjustment in 201thtr compensation and pension benefits from the
Department of Veterans Affairs (VA).

Under federal law, the cost-of-living adjustiteeto VA’'s compensation and pension rates arsdinge
percentage as for Social Security benefits.

VA Set to Verify Veteran Small Businesses

WASHINGTON - To further advocate for Veterans, VA announced dompanies identifying themselves
as small businesses or Veteran-owned businesgasrt@riority for some Department of Veterans Affai
(VA) contracts must now provide documentation wenifj their status within 90 days of receiving netic
from the agency.

“VA is committed to doing business with as walsupporting and protecting Veteran-owned small
businesses,” said Secretary of Veterans Affairs EriShinseki. “Although the verification processyn
initially be a challenge to some small businesserand to VA, it's a necessary step to eliminate
misrepresentation by firms trying to receive cocisahat should go to service-disabled and othéerda-
owned vendors.”

The Veterans Benefits Act of 2010, signed leyRinesident Oct. 13, expanded VA’s requirementetdy
the status of businesses claiming Veterans preferencompete for VA contracts by being listed iv'g/
VetBiz.gov “Vendor Information Pages” (VIP) databasCompanies will have to submit an application to
substantiate their status as owned and controiledetterans, service-disabled Veterans or eligibleiging
spouses. Only companies that submit the informatiidl be listed in the VIP database.

The law requires VA to notify currently listbdsinesses that within 90 days of the Veteran-owned
business receiving the notice they must submiagehlusiness documents. VA sent notices to more tha
13,000 listed businesses by email and mail Ded 110-Other companies, wanting to be listed in the
database and considered for future set-aside V&axis, also have to submit application packag@swill
work on those verifications after the existingihigs are verified.
