A fellow member of the Military Coalition, AMVETS, launched a web site to expose these 
people.  
  The Stolen Valor Act makes faking or lying about one's military record a Federal misdemeanor 
that is punishable with one year in prison and a $150,000 penalty. If you know about or suspect someone 
of lying about their military service, go to the Stolen Valor website and learn how to report them. Real 
heroes do deserve recognition for their service, fakers don't. 
  Just a few of these people are; a sitting judge in IL; the Mayor of a New Jersey city; a U.S. 
representative; an Army Reserve Major; an award winning actor; a N.Y.C. firefighter; and the founder 
of a powerful religion. All of these people haves something in common. They're fakers  who been 
exposed. The Federal government is coming after others like them in operations such as the U.S. 
Attorney's Office of the Western District of Washington's recent "Operation Stolen Valor".

60th Anniversary Commemoration's 

1950 - 2010 
 We have finally received the 2010 Revisit Korea program, and it's all good news! In the final 
hours of 2009, the ROK government passed the Revisit Korea program budget. This expanded the 
Revisit Korea program over three times, and KWVA USA has received a quota of one thousand (1,000) 
veterans, and their families/companions, for the year 2010. The other good news, is that the government 
will subsidize 50% of the veterans air fare and 30% of the family member/companion.  
 In addition to the increased quotas, there will be a total of ten (10) tours during the months of 
April, May, June, September, October and November. (Unprecedented, since in previous years, only 
four (4) tours were offered!)  
 What can you do to get registered? First, go to the KWVA web site at www.kwva.org and click 
on “Revisit Korea Tours". There is also an application form in each issue of “The Graybeards", 
magazine of the KWVA. Since KWVA has a policy of "First come, First served", you should register 
ASAP! If you don't have a computer, or get The Graybeards, call 800-722-9501 or 703-590-1295 in 
Virginia. You can also go to the MHT website www.miltours.com. 
 Once we receive the exact dates, and the instructions, from Korea, and if you are registered, you 
will receive the specific tour information and be given the opportunity to pick the dates you choose to 
"Return". (Again, it will be First Come, First Served!)  
 Eligibility:  We have had numerous questions: "I have been before, can I go again"? The answer 
is, apply! If the quotas are not filled by those who have not gone before, you can return again! Since the 
2010 quotas are very large, the possibility that you can go again is "Excellent to Outstanding." However, 
if you haven't registered, you may not receive your first choice.
