APRIL MEMBERSHIP MEETING MINUTES 
 

 The Gen. Walton H. Walker Chapter #215 Membership Meeting was held on April 16, 2011 at 
the Veterans Park Event Center in Grand Prairie, Texas.  The Chapter meeting was called to order by 
President William Hoyle with 46 members and 21 guests present.  The Invocation was given by 
President Hoyle followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag conducted by Joe Arnosky.  Bill Mac 
Swain read the Chapter Creed followed by a moment of silence.  President Hoyle welcomed all the new 
guests and asked for the family guests, of our Special guest Mary C. Pickett Smith, to be introduced by 
her son.  President Hoyle asked for a motion to approve the March Membership Meeting Minutes and 
the March Financial Report.  Jim Lucas made a motion to approve the March Minutes and Sam Bass 
seconded.  The motion passed with no objections.  Jim Wetmore made a motion to approve the March 
Financial Report and it was seconded by Ken King and the motion passed.   
 President Hoyle then introduced Barbara D’Agostino who gave a short bio of WW II Nurse 
Mary Catherine Pickett Smith who was to be presented her medals and other items in a shadow box, by 
Col. James Stone the chapter MOH recipient, that were never received by her after her discharge from 
the Army.  Col. Stone thanked her for her service and made a few additional remarks and then presented 
the shadow box.  Nurse Pickett Smith thanked the chapter and especially Barbara D’Agostino, who had 
visited her often and also listened to her stories, during her time in the Army Nurse Corp. 
 President Hoyle then introduced Larry Kinard who gave a short reminder of recently departed 
member Roy Hill.  Larry also introduced Roy’s son, who was in attendance, and then recalled many 
things about Roy and how his first love was for Chapter 215 and how important he had been in honoring 
the ladies each meeting for all they did and brought gifts for both the men and women in the chapter.  
His service in the Chapter’s Tell America Program was also mentioned and how he was always a 
favorite of the youth in the schools where he spoke of his service during WW II and Korea. Following

COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
 President Hoyle reminded that we had three new Co-Editors of the Bulldog Bugle and introduced 
each one.  He then reported the newsletter would be put together and mailed out on April 27. The new 
Editors remarked that our publisher Sandy Moran was certainly a very big help in arranging the 
newsletter and we were lucky to have her. 
 Communication Chairman Jim Wetmore reported on more of our members having problems and 
mentioned that Joan Golden was still not doing well, Glenn Smith was now home from rehab, Betsy 
Doyle was still having health problems, Al Farr was receiving Chemotherapy, Burleigh Casler had 
pneumonia again, Dorothy Malcolm was still having breathing problems and Wedsel Groom was now 
recuperating from surgery.  We need to keep these in our prayers for a successful recovery. 
 Byron White reported that he needed more of the members to sign up for the “Tell America 
Program.”  He also reported that on March 29th we gave a sessions at the Charter School in Nemo, TX 
and read a Thank You note received from the principal and on May 5th we are scheduled for a Glen Rose 
Junior High School and October 5th Happy Hill Academy Presentations are scheduled. 
 Byron and Annette White reported on the Popcorn Fund Raiser and that they had grossed 
$521.00 and given it to the Chapter Treasurer along with an expense bill for $387.66 meaning we had a 
profit of $133.34 on the selling of popcorn on one day a week.   They asked for more volunteers and the 
next training session is scheduled for May 22nd so sign up now to help out at the Fort Worth VA to sell 
popcorn.

NEW BUSINESS:

LEGISLATIVE AFFAIRS

Again the political situation is stirred up, and much remains to be accomplished. The National Budget has not been 
permanently approved! 
 1.  Pentagon blames “Tricare For Life” for the steep increased in Military Health Care. Yes, as appalling as it 
sounds, DoD says rising costs result from the earned benefits being used! 
 2.  On the good side, the Pentagon “has not included such thoughts (above)” in the proposed budget. 
Remember the budget has not been approved and the President and the Secretary of defense are attempting to 
raise copay for Tricare for Life. Things can change quickly! 
 3.  Some members of the Congress are attempting to protect the Military by getting control of the Tricare For 
Life budget from the President and SECDEF. Reps. Jones (R-NC) and Dan Boren (D-OK) introduced H. R. 1092 
named The Military Retirees Health Care Protection Act. H.R. 1092 was submitted in response to Pentagon 
proposals to increase TRICARE enrollment fees for military retirees. If approved, H.R. 1092 would prohibit DoD 
from increasing Tricare fees without congressional approval. Your support for H.R.1092 is really needed. 
Please phone your Representatives and ask them to support H.R. 1092. 
 4. READ THIS: Report of the President’s National Commission on Fiscal Responsibility and Reform. That report 
predicts dire long-term consequences if the budget is not brought into balance and makes recommendations for a 
combination of spending cuts and tax increases to restore fiscal balance. 
 

  a. In addition to cuts in Social Security, Medicare and Medicaid, cuts in defense spending were also 
proposed. 
  b. FY 2012 defense spending would be limited to FY 2011 level. 
  c. A commission will be formed to cut Federal Civilian and Military Retirement Pay! 
  d. Some COLA payments will be deferred. 
  e. Furthermore, the report recommends a cut in the COLA computation which would not actually keep up 
with the cost-of-living, thereby gradually decreasing purchasing power of all retirees receiving Social Security and 
federal retirement pay. 
 

 5. BATTLEFIELD CONCUSSIONS NOW QUALIFY “ARMY” MEMBER/VETS for PURPLE HEART AWARD. 
The rules have changed to state what constitutes a concussion. 
  a. Symptoms include momentary loss of consciousness or memory, dizziness, headache, nausea or 
light sensitivity. 
  b. Medical treatment, also required for the medal, is defined by rules to include merely rest and 
Tylenol. 
  c. If you are a soldier who suffered a concussion and feel you may not have been appropriately 
recognized for a Purple Heart, the Army urges you to re-apply through your chain of command. Veterans can call
