While a prisoner in Camp 5, he kept a prayer baokhich he entered
the names of 14 U.S. soldiers he helped bury (im&hThey had to cross the
Yalu River which was frozen at the time, in ordebtry these men.

When he was released, he spent 30 days on ashyoheaded for
San Francisco and discharge. When he boardeddhs ith San Francisco for
home, the plane got diverted to Burbank due to soroklems and they were
told there'd be a two day layover. He and his butRtyky" had no money to deplane with everyone,else
so stayed on board.

While they sat on the plane, who should comeaard but Walter Pigeon, June Allyson, and
Shelley Winters who took the two men off the plane treated them to a hotel suite where they were
also treated to haircuts, manicures, and dinnezy T¥ere taken for a tour of MGM studios the next da
and were then taken back to the plane for home.

Once back home, Bill went to trade school andmiie finished, went to work for Hall Trucking.
He then went to work for Philco Ford in 1958. Hesvgant to Vietham where he worked for Philco from
1966-1969. In 1972 he worked for Brown & Root oa @omanche Peak project in Glen Rose. He
developed breathing problems and saw a V.A. daghar told his employers he was a danger to his
fellow workers as well as himself, and the compktyim go. He then went on 100% disability in 1988

Bill earned a Purple Heart, POW medal, and d tital service medals.
