  He married Josephine Gloria in 1958, who goes by Gloria, and they have one son and two 
granddaughters. 
  Joseph is still working. He has his own firm, The Paz Group, where he helps small businesses get 
financing and certification.

His talk on how the lives have been steadily saved through all the 
wars from the Revolution through Operation Iraq Freedom wars from 42% to 10% 
mortality rate through the use of the strategies used to stabilize and move to higher 
levels has drastically improved saving lives.  He essentially gave the use of the 
helicopter credit with the speed and distance it can get wounded to better facilities.  
His talk was very informative and he then showed a very short but, meaningful show 
of the way the hospitals are staffed from front lines to modern hospital surgery 
centers and to home based hospitals at home.  His program was well received and 
documented.  
 

COMMITTEE REPORTS:  
 The Fund Raising Committee gave a brief description about our Popcorn 
project and mentioned that we may only have one day to sell popcorn at the new Fort Worth VA Facility or 
possibly two days.

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HONOR FLIGHT ™  OUR NEXT TRIP TO WASHINGTON DC IS SCHEDULED FOR OCTOBER, 2010. 
What is Honor Flight™? Honor Flight™ is a network of volunteers established for the express purpose of 

getting as many WWII Veterans as possible to Washington, DC to view the World War II Memorial. Honor 
Flight™ was originally set up in 2004 by Earl Morse, a physician's assistant from Ohio. 
 Honor Flight™ is a non-profit organization created solely to honor America’s veterans for all their 
sacrifices. We fly our heroes to Washington, DC to visit and reflect at their memorials. Top priority is given to the 
senior veterans – WW II survivors along with those other veterans that may be terminally ill. Honor Flight first 
flew in May 2005 with six small planes flying 12 WW II veterans, departing out of Springfield, Ohio. In 2006, with 
a waiting list of veterans expanding rapidly, we transitioned to commercial airline carriers to accommodate the 
maximum number of veterans as possible. Partnering with HonorAir in Hendersonville, North Carolina and Hero 
Flight in Provo, Utah, we formed the “Honor Flight Network.” Together, we are aggressively expanding our 
programs to other cities across the nation. Based on recent statistics, we are losing WW II veterans at the rate of 
1200 per day. Honor Flight™ will continue do whatever it takes to fulfill the dreams of our veterans and, very 
importantly, our senior heroes travel absolutely free. 

Subsequent to the WW II veterans, our efforts will then focus on our Korean and then Vietnam veterans,
